2.5 Boo Bash

· Talked about for next year having a dance party in the big gym and using the small gym for activities
· Our profit was $1,217.39 and that was on just ticket sales

	3.1 Principal and Vice-Principal Report
Student Human Rights Incidents and Complaints
· Mrs. Nitschke went around to visit grades 4-8 talking about why we have this. If a student feels bullied, discriminated against or witnesses any sort of hate crime this is a way the student and parent can submit a complaint about it.
· The teachers, Mrs. Nitschke and Mme Aikens worked on a few different scenarios that could be presented to the classes so they could have a better understanding of what each of the topics look like
· If there is a problem the family can submit a complaint through the online form
· The complaint goes to the Human Rights and Equity Officer and then it gets sent to Mrs. Nitschke, if the complaint involves Mrs. Nitschke then the complaint gets sent to the Superintendent

            Improving Student Literacy Outcomes
· Our school is doing great, we are ahead of the curve
· Students in grade 6 are out performing the board and province

· The children have started using Decodable Books

· The hopes is to create a garden where they can have a salad bar at the end of the year
Student Voice- Gathering Street Data
· The students were allowed to vote on what they wanted to see come to The Prince Charles. The primary students wanted to see clubs happen, the intermediate students would like discussions to happen on “Hot Button Topics” This used to happen before the pandemic. The intermediate students would be led by a teacher, the teacher would pick the topic.
Falloween
· The kids loved being able to go from classroom to classroom, doing different activities. It was a great way to have the kids being able to socialize with their friends in a fun way
Holiday Plans
· There was talk about doing a Christmas Concert this year, but with all of the illnesses going around this year, it would be too risky to gather family, friends and the children in one room. We will do a virtual Christmas Concert with the Primary levels, similar to last year and the older students might be able to do an in person Christmas Concert but for just the students with no outside visitors, this will be similar to the Remembrance Day assembly that happened.

· The running club happened this fall, and now the intermediate students are doing Volleyball club, other clubs will start to happen in the New Year.
